ANNUAL TOWN MEETING MINUTES
MAY 5, 2008

The Annud Town Meeting opened at 7:00 p.m. when thebdlsin the Town Clock chimed for the
first timein anunmber of years. The bdl timer andringe pats were repared dueto the efforts of
A. George Day, Jr.

103registered voters were present during thetwo sessionsof the meeting, which continued and
conduded onMay 12. (Met 5% quomum requirement of 26 registered voters.)

ARTICLE 1: VOTED to acceep the reports of Town Officersand Committeesfor FY 2007.

ARTICLE 2: VOTED to auhorizethe Town Treasirer / Tax Callecior to enter into compensating
balance agreemerts during Fiscal Yea 2009 aspemittedby General Laws Chapter 44:53f.

ARTICLE 3: VOTED to auhorizethe Board of Seledmento apply for and acce state or federal
grarts, and to expend arny moniesreceived asset forth in the appropriate grant applicaton.

ARTICLE 4: VOTED unanimously to authorize borrowing, subject to the passage of a Prgposition 2!
delt exclusion over-ride, to purchase a new heaw-duty dump truck and sarder, a sum of up to $120,000.
(2/3 vote required)

ARTICLE 5: VOTED unanimously to appropriate, subjectto the passage of aproposition2! deht
exclusion over-ride authorizing the balance of funding for the purchase, the sum of $10,000 from Capgtal
Stahilization toward the purchase of anew heaw duty dump truck for the highway department and in the
alternative if the delt exclusion failsto pass make the appropriation availabe for highway departmert
machnery repairs. (2/3 vote required)

ARTICLE 6: VOTED to auhorizethe following revolving funds in accadance with Massachusetts
General Law, Chapter 44, Section 53E Y.

A. Feesfor Boardof Health inspections will be depositedinto a revolving fund and expendedto
pay the personnel performing the inspections and related expenses The fund will be under the
auhority of the Boardof Heath and total expendituresfor the fi scal year commercing on July 1,
2008, will be limitedto Two Thousand Dollars($2,000.00)

B. Feescdlectdfor burials by the Cemetery Commission or Board of Sekectmenwill be
depositedinto arevolving fund to pay personnel for the purpose of preparing the burial 1ot(s).
The fund will be under the authority of the Cemetery Commission, and total experdituresfor the
fiscal yea commercing on July 1, 2008, will be [imitedto Two Thousand Dollars($2,000.00).

C. Feesard reimbursemerts for costs of public heaings held by the Board of Sekectmenand
Zoning Board of Appeals will be depositedinto a revolving fund and expendedto pay the costs of
advertising, recading fees and expersesrelatedto the hearings. The fund will be under the
auhority of the Boardof Selectmen and total expendituresfor the fiscal yea commercing on
July 1, 2008, will be limitedto Three Thousand Dollars($3,000).

D. Feesfor inspecions conducted by the Plumbing and Gaslnspector will be depositedinto a
revolving fund and experndedto pay the Inspecibor for performing said inspecions. The fund will
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be under the authority of the Board of Selectmen and total expendituresfor the fiscal year
commercing on July 1, 2008, will be limitedto Two Thousand Dollars ($2,000) If thisfund is
not reauthorizedfor the fi scal yearcommencing July 1, 2008 the balance will close out to surplus
revenue atthe close of Fiscal Yea 2009.

E. Cleanng deposit feesretainedby the Town, relatedto the use of Town Hall, will be deposited
into arevolving fund and expendedto pay the Town Hall Janitor for extra clearing recuired after
the use of Town Hall by any person or group which forfeitsits clearing deposit. The fund will be
under the authority of the Board of Selectmen and expendituresshall not exceed Two Thousard
Dollars($2,000) for the fiscal yearcommencing July 1, 2008.

F. Funds receivedfrom the sale of timber from Town owned land will be depositedinto a
revolving fund and experndedto pay the costs of professional foredry maragemert servicesand
relatedexperses The fund will be underthe authority of the Foregry Committeeand total
experdituresfor the fiscal yea commercing on July 1, 2008, will be [imitedto Two Thousard
Dollars($2,000).

G. Fundsreceivedfrom sale of dog licersesor from loose dog feescalected will be deposited
into arevolving fund to pay for expernsesincurredfor licersing expenses and the careand
kemeling of anmalsin the custody of the Animal Control Offi cer. The fund will be underthe
auhority of the Chief of Pdiceand the total expendituresin the fiscal year commercing July 1,
2008, shall not exceedSewen Hundred Fifty ($750).

H. Feesfor Fire Departmert inspections will be depositedinto arevolving fund and expendedto
pay the personnel performing the inspections and related expenses The fund will be under the
auhority of the Fire Departmert and total expendituresfor the fiscal year commercing on July 1,
2008, will be limitedto Two Thousand Dollars($2,000).

I. Feescdlectedby the Plaming Boards Zoning Pragramwill be depositedinto a
revolving fund and experndedto pay costs associated with the Plaming Boards Zoning
Program such aszoning related heaings, zoning public notifi cation, and zoning training
of boardmembers. The fund will be under the control of the Sekectoard, total
expendituresfor the fiscal year commercing July 1, 2008, will be limitedto one thousand
dollars($1,000).

J. Feescollecedby the Reaeaion Commission will be depositedinto arewvolving fund
ard expendedto pay for expersesof the Recreaton Commission. The funds will be
under the authority of the Reaeaion Commission arnd total expendituresfor the fiscal
yearcommercing on July 1, 2008 will be limitedto Four Thousand Dollars($4,000).

ARTICLE 7: VOTED to raise and appropriate by taxation such sumsof money asmay be necessary to
defray expenses the amaunt egimated by the Board of Sekectmenard the Finance Committeefor the
Fiscal Year commercing July 1, 2008, for the purposesdedgnatedin the budget that follows, or any other
amaunts for such purposes which shall not exceedthe amaunts statedin the column desgnated GFY 2009
requeged). Eachitem shall be considereda separate appropriation. This article shall also act to fix the
salariesand compersation of elected offi cials asrequired by Massachusetts Gereral Law, Chapter 41,
Secton 108.

ARTICLE 8: VOTED to aceept the provisions of Chapter 40 Secton 57 of M. G. L. for the purpose of
local licersesard pemits; denial, revocation or suspersion for failure to pay municipal taxesor charges

ARTICLE 9: VOTED to allow the Frarklin County Techical Sctool to edallish a stakilizaion fund in
accadancewithM. G.L.c 71, S16G1/2.

ARTICLE 10: VOTED to allow the Frarklin County Technical Sclool to transfer funds from the school
districtOCagtal Assessmert Fund to its stakilizaion fund, in accordance with M. G. L. ¢ 71, S16G1/2,
for the purpose of remodeling and making extraardinary repairs to the school districtOgacilitiesand
grounds.

ARTICLE 11: VOTED to raise and appropriate the sum of $3,300 to the Fire Departmert, the
expenditure contingernt upon a grant being awarded by the Departmert of Conservation and Recreation,
for Foredry experses

ARTICLE 12: VOTED to raise and appropriate $5,000 to further fund the Warwick Community School
Improvemert Account egallishedby vote of the Annual Town Meeting held May 3, 2004.

ARTICLE 13: VOTED to raise ard appropriate the sum of $308.54 to the Mary Ann Hagings Fund.

ARTICLE 14: VOTED unanimously to transfer the remaning balancesof $286.72 Town Hall Heating
Systemand $389.00 Pragram Income Account to the Capital Stakilizaion Fund. (2/3 vote required)
(Approved by majority vote 5/5/08; reconsidered 5/12/08, because 2/3 vote needed; voted unanimously)

ARTICLE 15: VOTED to raise and appropriate the sum of $6,550 to purchase a new dump body for the
2001 1-ton truck for the Highway Departmert.

ARTICLE 16: VOTED to raise and appropriate the sum of $9,125 for four new tiresfor the front erd
loader and two new rear tiresfor the backhoe for the Highway Departmert.

ARTICLE 17: VOTED to raise and appropriate the sum of $6,500 to replace two overheadgarage doors
in the salt shedfor the Highway Departmert.

ARTICLE 18: VOTED to raise and appropriate the sum of $3,000 to the Revaluation Account.

ARTICLE 19: VOTED to transfer $13,000 from Overlay Surplus to fund the FY 2009 Omnibus
Budget
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ARTICLE 20: VOTED to transfer from the Landfill Closing Fund $25,000 to reduce Trarsfer Station
Expense.

ARTICLE 21: PASSED OVER shall thetown pay one-hdf the premium cods payable by a
retired employee for grouplife insurance and for group general or blanket hosital, surgical,
medical, dental and other health insurance.

ARTICLE 22: PASSED OVER shall the Town requirethatall retirees their spousesand dependerts
who areenrolledin Medcarepart A atno cost to aretiree,their spouse or dependerts, or eligible for
coverage therewnder atno cost to aretireg their spouse or dependerts, be requiredto erroll in a Medicare
heath berefits supplemert planofferedby the Town.

ARTICLE 23: PASSED OVER auhorizing the Town to pay one-half of the premium costs of group
heath insurance payahble by aretiredemployeeof the Town of Warwick with atlea¢ ten(10) continuous
yearsof heath insurance eligibility immedately prior to the date of retiremert providedthe employeeis
errolledin Medcareif eligible and must be atleas 55 yearsof age or actin relation thereb.

Note: thisis anadditional requiremert and the intert of the article isto provide only group heakh and not
dental or life insurance notwithstanding the adoption of the language of MGL 32B Sections 9A and 18.

ARTICLE 24: VOTED to raise and appropriate the sum of $1072.71 for the purpose of Foregry
Committeeactivitiesto egallish boundariesand creat and implemert fores maragemert plans for Town
ownedforeds.

ARTICLE 25: VOTED to adopt Massactusetts Gereral Law Chapter 44 Secton 53F ! in order to
edablish a Transfer Station Enterprise Accaunt.

ARTICLE 26: VOTED to re<ind the borrowing authorization in the amount of $50,000 that passed at
the May 3, 1999 Annual Town Meeing in Article 29 for purchase of a heaw-duty dump truck, assuch
borrowing never occured

ARTICLE 27: VOTED to rescind the borrowing authorizaton in the amount of $21,170.90 that passed
atthe November 5, 2001 Special Town Meeing in Article 1, assuch borrowing never occured

ARTICLE 28: VOTED to rescind the unused portion of borrowing authorization in the amount of
$50,000 that passed at the June 25, 1998 Special Town Meeting in Article 2, assuch borrowing never
occured.

ARTICLE 29: VOTED to trarsfer $80,619 from (Free CashOto reducethe FY 2009 tax levy.
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ARTICLE 30: VOTED unanimously to raise and appropriate $25,000 to the Capital Stahkilizaion
Fund. (2/3 vote required)

ARTICLE 31: VOTED to amend the Town of Warwick Zoning By-Laws as follows:

VOTE: YES-52 NO-5 (2/3 vote required)

which are incorporated by reference)

ARTICLE 32: VOTED as AMENDED to transfer from Cagital Stakilizaton the sum of $4,500 to cary
out PVRS main office cagtal projects proposedto include installation of certral heatand air condition in
all threemodular offi ce buildings. (2/3 vote required on amended motion)

VOTE: YES -36 NO - 14

Amerdmert VOTED to trarsfer the sum from Capital Stakilizaion rather thanraise and appropriate.

ARTICLE 33: FAILS as AMENDED to trarsfer from Cagtal Staklizaion the sum of $8,600 to cary
out PVRS capital project atthe regonal school. (2/3 vote required on amended motion)
VOTE: YES-19 NO -27

Amerdmert VOTED to trarsfer sum from Cayital Stabilizaion rather thanraise and appropriate.
VOTE: YES -22 NO- 16

ARTICLE 34: VOTED the following reslution to decanmission Vermont Y arkeeon or before the
expiration of itscurrert licerse:

WHEREAS large parts of thetown of Warwick lie within a 10-mile radius of the Entergy
Nudear Corporation@Vermont Y ankee nudear power reactor in Vernon, Vermont

WHEREAS theresdents of Warwick and other neighboiing towns have an indienable rightto
have ther voices heard regarding possible threats to the health, safety, and genera well-beng of
themselves, ther propeaty, and the surroundng environment arising from the contnued
opeation of the Entergy Nudear reactor; and,

WHEREAS the Entergy Nudear corporationis proposng a 20-year extenson to ther current
licensto opeaate; and,

WHEREAS the people of Warwick, and people everywhere, want a safe, renewable, and
affordable energy supply for themselves and future generations

THEREFORE, we thecitizensof Warwick call for:

1. Thedecommissioning of the Entergy Nudear reactor on or before the expiration of its 40-
year license in March of 2012,and for immediate efforts to decontaminate the reactor site,
employing current workers at full pay and utilizing the safest and mog effective technologies
available;

2. Thedevelopment and implementation of strategies for full re-employment of displaced
workers after decontamination opeationshave been completed; and,

3. Immediate efforts to replace the el ectricity now provided by the Entergy Nudear reactor with
acombination of energy congervation, efficiency measures, and safe, renewable, and
affordable power sources that providegoodjobs
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We also direct the Warwick Town Coordinator to send copies of this resolution to Warwick@
state representative, state senator, U.S. senaors, congressiond representative, the govenor of
Massachustts, and the Vermont Senate, House of Representatives, and govenor with an
accompanying cover letter stating tha this resolution was passed by residents of Warwick at
ther 2008 Annud Town Meeting.
